There is an opportunity for an Associate Lecturer to teach a module on Hinduism as part of
the Religion, Ethics and Society course within the Theology, Philosophy and Religious
Studies Department at the University of Chichester in Semester One of next academic
year.

Associate Lecturers are paid 3 hours a week for 12 weeks (including Reading Week) and
their role would include marking assignments.
